CANNONS VS. DENVER IN 2008

The Cannons faced-off against Denver once in 2008, and defeated the Western Conference
champions by a score of 20-14, on August 9 at Harvard Stadium. In fact, the game is the only match-up
between these two teams in MLL history. Attackman Matt Alrich and midfielder Matt Casey each
collected five goals and one assist for the Cannons, representing a breakout performance for Casey.
Goalie Kip Turner also had a career night by stopping 19 of the 30 shots he faced in the game to earn
the win.

CANNONS’ LAST GAME (MAY 16 VS. LONG ISL.AND)

The Cannons came up short in their 2009 season-opening game against the Long Island Lizards, by a
score of 9-8, at Harvard Stadium on May 16. Attackman Seth Goldberg netted the game-winning goal
for the Lizards, earning Bud Light MVP honors in a game that ended as tied for the second-lowest
scoring game in MLL’s nine year history. Midfielder Brett Garber led the Cannons with three goals,
including one two-point goal and two power-play tallies.

DENVER’S LAST GAME (MAY 16 VS. CHICAGO)

Denver lost their first season-opening game in franchise history, falling to the Chicago Machine by a
score of 13-11 at INVESCO Field at Mile High in Denver, CO on May 16. Goalie Mike Gabel made 20
saves on 31 shots on goal to earn the win and keep the Machine ahead for the majority of the game.
Attackman Brendan Mundorf was the leading scorer for the Outlaws, with three goals on just five shots.




NEWS & NOTES

Garber Steals the Show: Midfielder Brett Garber had a career night on May 16 against Long Island with
three goals in the contest. Two of his goals were scored with a man-advantage, while the other goal
was a two-point goal, the first two-pointer of his career.

One and Done: Midfielder Paul Rabil was the only player to tally a score in the second quarter of the
match-up against Long Island on May 16. The last time a single goal was tallied in one quarter was
back on August 3, 2002, in the opening quarter of the Rochester vs. Baltimore game. On June 23, 2006,
the Long Island vs. Baltimore game recorded zero goals in the third quarter.

Never Too Low: The Cannons posted a record of 3-2 last season in games played following a loss,
however they did not lose two games in a row at home, and have not done so since July of 2007. The
Outlaws, on the other hand, were a perfect 3-0 following a loss last season. In fact, the Outlaws have
only lost two games in a row once since joining the league in 2006, and that was in June of 2007.

The Sheriffs: In the Cannons’ lone game against Denver last season, attackmen Sean Morris and Matt
Alrich and midfielder Matt Casey combined for 19 points against the Outlaws. Morris posted two goals
and five assists, while Alrich and Casey each collected five goals and one assist in the contest.

Another Close Call: Continuing last year’s trend, the Cannons game against Long Island on May 16 was
decided by just one goal, as the Cannons were defeated by a score of 9-8. Each of the Cannons’ two
games against Long Island during the 2008 season were decided by one goal as well. The Cannons
were defeated in overtime, 20-19, in their first match-up on May 31 in Long Island, but then they got the
better of the Lizards at Harvard Stadium on July 12 with an exciting 13-12 victory.

Something’s Boyling: The Cannons will have to do without the services of former attackman Mikey
Powell this season, but the hope is that the recent acquisition of attackman Ryan Boyle will offset the
loss. Boyle, who is expected to make his Cannons debut on Friday evening, has averaged 49 points per
season over his four-year MLL career, and is only four points shy of scoring his 200th point. In 2008, his 44
points were tied for sixth-overall in the league.

Future Cannons: The Cannons will acquire some new faces next week at the 2009 Brine Major League
Challenge and Collegiate Draft. The events will take place on Wednesday, May 27 at Stevens Institute
of Technology in Hoboken, NJ. Live coverage of the draft begins at 8:30 PM ET on ESPNU.

Blazing to the Cannons: Several players on the Cannons 23-man roster were also members of the
Boston Blazers of the National Lacrosse League (NLL) during their inaugural season in 2009. In addition
to attackman Sean Morris, new Cannons defensemen Mitch Belisle and Jack Reid also suited up for the
Blazers this past winter.

Captains Named: Defenseman Chris Passavia will return as a co-captain of the Cannons in 2009. He
will be joined this season by attackman Matt Alrich. Passavia, a four-time MLL All-Star and the Cannons
Team MVP in 2007, is entering his sixth season with the team. Alrich is beginning his second season as a
Cannon after finishing 2008 tied for the team lead with 41 points.

Duffy Joins the Mix: Longtime Waltham High School Boy’s Lacrosse Head Coach Steve Duffy has joined
the Cannons as an assistant coach for the 2009 season. Duffy, who is also a lifetime native of Waltham,
MA, has coached at Waltham High School for 18 years and has collected numerous awards and
achievements during that time.
